Reproductive Years: Oral Conditions

Lichen Planus

e Insidious pruritic papular rash with
Wickman’s striae, hypertrophy

o Sites: genitals, flexor areas (arms), and
mucous membranes (burning pain).

e Cell-mediated immune response

e [| cancer risk with mouth and vulva ulcers,
but not with skin lesions.

 Mucous membrane lesions more likely to
be chronic

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Bechet’s

e Prevalence of 1/15,000 in US

e Higher incidence in Asia

e Recurrent painful mucocutaneous ulcers
e Multiple but commonly oral and gdenital
e Healing spontaneous in 1-3 weeks

e Can have a long term poor prognosis

Menopause

e | estrogen due to ovarian failure

e Systemic symptoms: hot flushes, vaginal
dryness, dyspareunia, altered mood, urinary

iIncontinence

e Oral symptoms: xerostomia, burning mouth
syndrome, gingivitis, dentinal
hypersensitivity, periodontal disease, dental
caries.



Consequences of Menopause

e Atrophic Vaginitis
- Dyspareunia
— Sticky vaginal secretions
- Burning and itching sensation

Consequences of Menopause

e Atrophic Vaginitis
- Dyspareunia
— Sticky vaginal secretions
- Burning and itching sensation

 Menopausal gingivostomatitis
- Dry and pale gingival

—Thin, shiny, bleeds easily,
erythematous gingival



Xerostomia

* Defined as mouth dryness

e Commonly reported symptom in
postmenopausal women

* No clinical evidence of decrease salivary
flow associated with aging in healthy
women

« Commonly seen with Sjogren’s disease
(90% are women)



Burning Mouth Syndrome

e Oral pain and burning without a clinical
oral lesion, most commonly involving the
tongue.

e Cause is unknown: fungal?
* 80% of affected women are menopausal

e Appears to be more prevalent in women
reporting severe menopausal symptoms.



Osteoporosis

e Loss of trabecular bone mass

e Gender and Aging, followed by
menopausal status, are the biggest risk
factors for osteoporosis

e Relationship between systemic bone and
oral bone loss: maxilla, mandible,
alveolar ridge

e May result in 3X1t in new denture
requirements

Avascular Necrosis of Jaw

e Chronic bisphosphonate therapy -
especially IV therapy

* 1/10,000 patient years of use

e Good oral hygiene and regular dental visits
should be encouraged

e |f bisphosphonates have been used >3
vears, stop for 3 months prior to dental
surgery and restart once healing complete



Spontaneous Osteonecrosis of Jaw
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Gender-based Biology

e Fvidence-based medicine indicates that
dender influences:

— Risk for developing specific diseases
— Natural history of many diseases
- Treatment response

e Gender prevalent oral diseases: TM|D,
Myofascial pain, trigeminal neuralgia,
Sjogren’s syndrome, burning mouth and
Xxerostomia



Facts About Intimate Pariner
Violence (IPV)

o Affects approximately 2 million women
annually

e 25% of women experience partner violence
- 1 in 4 lifetime chance for family violence

e Affects as many as 324,000 pregnant women
each year

e 1in 3 homicides due to IPV
e 75% of rape cases in context of IPV
e Significant peak = ages 20-24



Intimate Partner Violence

e Goal = power and control over victim

e Deliberate, repetitive, ongoing, &
unpredictable
e Actual or threatened violence
— Physical
- Sexual
- Psychological & emotional
- Financial



Review Medical History

— Bruises in various stages of healing
- Explanations inconsistent with injury

— General complaints
 Headache, backache, Gl problems
e Sleep disturbances, eating disorder

- Psychological problems
e Depression/PTSD
e Substance use/abuse
e Suicidal ideation
— Oral Injury
 Split lip
e Cracked/chipped teeth



Ask Directly

e Ask questions in private

[1 apart from male partner

(] apart from family or friends

e Explain issues of confidentiality



Responding to “No”

e Always chart the woman'’s response - even
when she says “no.”

e Your questions may help those experiencing
abuse to move closer to disclosure.

e Your questions indicate your willingness to
discuss the violence.

e Your questions will let the woman know you
and other staff are always available as
resources.

e Women will choose when to disclose.



Assess Patient’s Safety

 |s the woman or her children in danger?
e Has violence escalated recently?
e Are there weapons in the home?

 |f the patient is not safe, does she have a
safety plan?



Referrals

e Keep a current list of local resources:

e Office and hospital personnel with special
training

e Law enforcement (police, lawyers,
advocates)

 Shelters (housing, support groups,
advocates)

e Local hotlines
e Child protective services



Psychosocial Factors

e Economically disadvantage as a group

* 1990: women made up 58% of elderly
population but 74% of the poor elderly

e Lower incomes, lack of insurance, higher
CO-pays may pose significant obstacles

e More teen girls smoke than teen boys
e Fastest growing population with HIV/AIDs

 Domestic violence, eating d/o, stress,
depression contribute to passive behaviors
